1.2 TLA (transnational learning activity): Czech Republic  
26th March – 1st April or 23rd−29th April 2017? 
(decision will have been done by 21st December by the Greek school)
Activities and products:
– common multilingual dictionary of geometry (homework, HW)
– workshops of painting/drawing/creating of regular shapes
– contests in working out geometrical puzzles [1] (HW)
– visit of a gallery or museum
– taking pictures in the city
– taking pictures in the nature

2. Local activities

– information to teachers, students, local community with promotion
– creating a website, notice-board and a common facebook group
– implementation of a language preparation (voluntarily)
– organization of creating a geometrical dictionary
– preparation of puzzles/problems/rebuses/curiosities/delusions connected with geometry  (+ dissemination = multiplier event)
– uploading the websites
– taking and making photographs
– visiting gallery/museum/etc
– preparation of presentation on geometry! (+ dissemination = multiplier event)
– preparation of a story „Back in history“! (+ dissemination = multiplier event)
– creating cards (catalogue)!
– evaluation and dissemination of the first year results

3. Local products

– School project web site. Notice-board at school. (Facebook group Shapes.) (P1)
– Multilingual dictionary of geometry: 100 items. By the middle of March 2017. (P2)
– 10 puzzles/problems/rebuses/curiosities/delusions connected with geometry (in English and in the mother language). By the middle of March 2017. (P7)
– Report on visit of a gallery/museum/sight (in English and in the mother language). By April 2017. (P5)
– Presentation on regular shapes on curves and figures. By June 2017. HW for next year. (P3)
– Story from history of shapes (in English and in the mother language). By June 2017. HW for next year. (P4)
– Catalogue of at least 100 cards with photos and description (in doc and in pdf). By June 2017. HW for next year. (P6)

Rules of cooperation

– Communication is facilitated via emails, facebook (including the facebook group Shapes), mobiles, skype… Answers to all (as often as possible).

– At each school two persons can be involved in communication. The contacts (at least emails and mobiles) are known to each other.

– At least once a fortnight (except July and August) the main cordinator writes emails to other school coordinators (and to their colleagues/deputies). The other coordinators answer asap. In case a coordinator knows he/she will be off, he/she informs the others. Then the deputy is ready to act in case of need.

 – As a rule, at the short-term exchanges (= transnational learning activities, TLA) pupils stay at the host families. The families provide the pupils with meals.

 – For the TLA seven pupils and two teachers are expected to come from each country. Any changes have to be negotiated.

– At the TLA a farewell party is organised by the host school in the last evening.

– At the transnational project meetings (TPM) one or two teachers from each country are present.

– At the TPM a report of the meeting (with evaluation, conclusions, decisions, tasks etc) is always discussed, approved and written down.

    At the TLA and TPM the programme is organised by the host school. In the first or second evening a dinner is arranged for the teachers.

    The guest groups come to the TLA or TPM with their „homework“ accomplished and in a good mood :-)

Other decisions, tasks, deadlines and information

– the Czech school will ask its NA to inform other NAs about the resignation of the Portuguese school by the 19th December

– we will work according to the rules of cooperation and communication
– students involved in the project will be between 15 and 17 years old
– Turkey and Greece will inform about the students going to the Czech Republic by January 2017 (name, surname, gender, email, facebook, age, interests, diet, picture…)
– the terms for the TPM and TLA in Greece will be chosen by March 2017 (at the moment possible terms might be between 5 and 10 Sep and from 15 to 21 Oct 2017
– students involved in the project will be invited to the group on facebook
– we will upload any interesting picture/information to the group on facebook
